At the board meeting on April 23rd the Board of Directors adopted Architectural and Covenant Guidelines. The Board adopted the Guidelines to provide direction for the Architectural Review Committee and homeowners on what structural or landscaping improvements should be approved. Also, the Guidelines give direction for complying with the covenants and restrictions within the Mariana Glen Community.

HB 1270 was signed into law on April 24, 2008. The Act requires homeowner associations to allow residents to install renewable energy generation devices and energy efficiency measures. 
A "Renewable Energy Generation Device" is defined as either a solar energy device or a wind-electric generator (i.e., wind-mill) that meets certain established standards. 
An "Energy Efficiency Measure" is defined as a device or structure that reduces the amount of energy derived from fossil fuels that is consumed by a residence or business located on the real property. Unless otherwise approved by the association, the installation of a  renewable energy generation device can only be made on property owned by the resident and not on association common areas. 
The Association may place reasonable aesthetic restrictions on dimensions, placement and external appearance of the devices.  


The energy efficiency devices/structures are limited to the following: 
(1) an awning, shutter, trellis, ramada, or other shade structure that is marketed for the purpose of reducing energy consumption; 
(2) a garage or attic fan and any associated vents or louvers; 
(3) an evaporative cooler;  
(4) an energy-efficient outdoor lighting device, including without limitation a light fixture containing a coiled or straight fluorescent light bulb, and any solar recharging panel, motion detector, or other equipment connected to the lighting device; 
(5) a retractable clothesline. 
The Association can put reasonable aesthetic restrictions on energy efficient devices/structures. The Act is expected to be effective in August 2008. The Board will publish guidelines prior to the effective date of the Act. Also note that Section 5.14 of the Mariana Glen Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions that prohibits clotheslines will be amended to insure the Association complies with the law.
